March. He related the history of its development in the
19th century and into the 20th. Although these pieces
are developed from simple march tune formats, they are
not really used for marching as such, but more as a way
to display the ability of the player. He mentioned the
role of Angus MacKay in their development. He said
the expected tempo of a competition 2/4 is about 65
beats per minute and explained the accents in the tune,
which are achieved by the use of agogic stress, the
subtle lengthening and shortening of notes without
disturbing the strict timing of the tune. His talk was
met with applause from those present.

Jim McGillivray releases book on Piobaireachd Technique
The well known and accomplished Canadian piper, Jim McGillivray, has just published a new book called Piobaireachd

Fingerwork, which is a companion to his earlier one called Rhytmic Fingerwork, which concentrated on light music.

Apparently it runs to 140 pages (!) and contains many exercises and some complete tunes. It mainly concentrates on ways to

improve technique but also apparently goes into typical differences between variations in a piece of Ceol Mor. There are also

internet-downloadable sound files where the author demostrates the exercises and tunes.

We haven't seen a copy yet but when we have we'll provide a more complete review.
