Ross went through the notes he had provided, emphasising some subtle

aspects of the timing of the tune, especially in Variation II and its doubling. He sang it as far as the Leamluath

Doubling.

After a break for morning tea, Ross played the tune on the pipe.

The next tune was played by Andrew McCabe with MacIntosh's Lament.

He was followed by Fraser Bolton who has started to learn The Red Speckled Bull. He had heard Angus McColl

play it a couple of times in Scotland and had always been fascinated by it. He emphasised he had only played it a

couple of times on the pipe and unfortunately went off early in the tune. We look forward to hearing it in the future.

To replace it he played another tune, the name of which appears to have escaped.

Peter Hurwood then came back for a second tune and played The Company's Lament followed by Tom McGirr with

Battle ofthe Bridge ofPerth.
